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This pathway prepares students to apply for acceptance into the Frederick Community College Nursing program. Students may apply to the FCC Nursing program
after successful completion of the selective admissions courses (first three semesters of this pathway), but acceptance into the program is not guaranteed. Upon
acceptance into the Nursing program, students should begin the Nursing Associate of Science degree pathway.

Students who are not accepted into the FCC Nursing program may complete this pathway to earn a Pre-Health Professions Area of Concentration A.S. in Arts &
Sciences degree. Students who intend to transfer should work with their advisor to understand the requirements of their chosen institution.
